What we’ve been up to — A Letter from the President

Since our last newsletter in December, activity
at the Radnor Conservancy has taken off
dramatically, and we have moved from our
start-up phase into full-fledged operations. Key
developments recently included the following;:

In January, Radnor Conservancy received the
good news that we had been waiting for - we
were granted our official 501(c)(3) non-profit
status. With this status, we are now eligible to
develop conservation easements in partnership
with local property owners. This is a most
important milestone for Radnor Conservancy
and one which could not have been accom-
plished without the support of all our members.
A key criterion used by the government in
determining whether or not to grant 501(c)(3)
status is an assessment of the organization’s
ability to generate financial support from the
public. So, quite literally, we could not have
succeeded in this effort without support from
people like yourself.

Having received our official non-profit status,
Radnor Conservancy has begun speaking with
Radnor property owners about conservation
options for their properties. We have, in fact,
been in touch with property owners in all parts
of the township - Bryn Mawr, Newtown Square,
St. Davids, Villanova, and Wayne — responding
to individuals who contacted us as well as
reaching out to property owners whose land we
felt was at risk. At this juncture, all discussions
are in very preliminary stages, but we hope to
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have good news to report on this front for our
next newsletter.

In other areas, Radnor Conservancy also
launched our lecture series this winter. We
plan to offer these lectures and events such

as nature hikes on an ongoing basis. We are
also initiating a Conservation Buyers program
to try to identify homebuyers with an interest in
larger properties, so that when these properties
become available, there is an opportunity to
work with buyers who seek to keep the
property intact. More information on these
activities is highlighted in this newsletter.

During this period we have also been
working cooperatively with the Township
and establishing alliances with conservation
partners in the area. We are well poised to
move forward with preservation work in the
coming months and are excited about some
of the possibilities now before us.

We hope you will continue to support us and
follow our progress in the months to come.
